Peer Ministers will participate on a regular basis within the St. John Vianney
Youth Ministry by attending Tuesday or Wednesday evenings, retreats,
reflections and social events as scheduled permits.

This includes stealing,
violence, reckless driving, drinking, smoking, and drug use.

Peer Ministers will stay focused and devoted to all retreat planning and
ongoing formation. This will include arriving on time fo meetings and
attending required meetings for the upcoming retreat or reflection.

Peer Ministers will assist on Wednesday evenings in the Parish Faith
Formation.

All Peer Ministers will attend Peer Ministry retreats and peer training
meetings ongoing formation and training.

New Peer Ministers will attend training to be held in 2010- 2011.
